Chair Strickland called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm.  The meeting was properly advertised and all interested parties were notified.

Motion by Slayton, second by Wallin, to approve the minutes of the July 25 and September 6, 2016 committee meetings.  Motion Carried.

There was no public comment.

Motion by Walling, second by Goldsmith, to go into closed session pursuant to WI Sat 19.85 (1)(e)&(g) to prepare for negotiations with the Cumberland Police Association with Mindy Dale, Bert Skinner, Rick Rieper and Julie Kessler to remain.  Voice vote of all yea.  Motion Carried. 

Motion by Goldsmith, second by Slayton, to resume in open session.  Motion Carried.  Mindy Dale left the meeting.

Motion by Wallin, second by Goldsmith, to change the order of the agenda and move #12 up to now as the auditor is present.  Motion Carried.

Brock Geyen from Clifton Larson Allen presented the 2015 Financial Report.  He pointed out things to watch for and answered questions from the committee and audience.  Mr. Geyen left after his presentation.

Kessler included the costs for the three options for the assessment contract that we received from Eric Kleven.  They were the only ones received.  Committee questioned what would be done for each.  Motion by Wallin, second by Goldsmith, to table for more information.   Motion Carried.

Lisa Janssen was present from the Housing Authority to request a reduction of PILOT payment for 2016.  After committee discussion, motion by Goldsmith, second by Slayton, to recommend to council to deny the reduction for 2016.  Motion Carried.

Kessler provided the results of City wide survey and the comments made on them.  Committee agreed that there needs to be education in some of the areas as to why the city provides funding.  

Kessler reported on meeting with Sean Lentz from Ehlers on the creation of TID #8.  Work will continue to move this forward but there is nothing for this meeting.

Kessler provided an updated Personal Appearance policy.  Motion by Wallin, second by Goldsmith, to table.  Motion Carried.

Requests for credit cards was discussed.  Kessler explained that this would be a change to the purchasing policy for council.  Motion by Wallin, second by Slayton, to recommend changing the policy and adding two credit cards with limits of $1,000 for the Waste Water Plant Lead Worker and Airport Manager.  Motion Carried.

Kessler provided the 2016 year-to-date budget vs actual report for review.
